Destructive Embryonic

Cardinal Rigali, Chairman of the U.S. Catholic Bishops’ 
Committee on Pro-Life Activities, commented on the re-
cent guidelines for human embryonic stem cell research 
issued by the National Institutes of Health (NIH). 
 
“Federal tax dollars will be used to encourage the de-
struction of living embryonic human beings for stem cell 
research – including human beings who otherwise would 
have survived and been born.” 
 
“The final guidelines issued from NIH are even broader. 
Parents who are asked to consider having embryonic 
children destroyed for research will not even be informed 
about all their options – only about the options that hap-
pen to be available at their particular fertility clinic.” 
 
“The comments of tens of thousands of Americans op-
posing the destruction of innocent human life for stem 
cell research were simply ignored in this process. Exist-
ing federal law against funding research in which human 
embryos are harmed or destroyed is not given due respect 
here.” 
 
“This debate now shifts to Congress, where some mem-
bers have even said this policy does not go far enough in 
treating some human beings as objects to be created, ma-
nipulated and destroyed for others’ use.  I hope Ameri-
cans concerned about this issue will write to their 
elected representatives, urging them not to codify or fur-
ther expand this unethical policy.”
