All the Way From Planned Parenthood
Employee to Pro-Life Advocate!

On-Going Dialog on Life Issues

“It feels good to stop defending something that’s
just not true.”

After years of being a volunteer and an employee of
Planned Parenthood, Abby Johnson discerned it was time
to walk away from it all. Starting as a volunteer while
attending Texas A & M University, she eventually came
to work full time for Planned Parenthood where she
reached the position of clinic director. “I simply had a
change of heart and wanted to get out of that business and
wanted another job,” She said in a November 29, 2009
interview with Our Sunday Visitor newspaper.

What caused her change of heart?

An ultrasound being done during an abortion procedure at
her Planned Parenthood clinic. Before that, Johnson was a
committed employee of Planned Parenthood where she
even received the local “Employee of the Year” in 2008.
She started as a volunteer eight years ago escorting
women from their car to the front door of the clinic. Upon
completing her college studies, she started working full-
time for Planned Parenthood. Many people have asked
her what was it that motivated her to work for Planned
Parenthood. She says that she was interested in what they
were doing — providing contraception, protecting
women'’s rights, and providing women access to pap
smears. The mission sounded true and the longer that she
was there the more she bought into it.

So why did she leave?

Most abortionists do not use ultrasounds during the abor-
tion procedure because it takes longer. But one particular
“Abortion Saturday” the doctor on duty decided to use
ultrasound to guide him and asked Abby to assist. “What |
saw during the procedure was so gruesome to me and
something I had never experienced before, that I just
thought ‘I’1l never do this again’” Abby stated in the in-
terview.

What happened next?

She went home and told her husband that she decided to
leave Planned Parenthood. He was very supportive of her
decision, but they were dependent on two incomes. So,
she went back to work the next Monday with the long
term plan to find another job. She immediately started
sending out resumes to jobs posted on the internet. Fi-
nally, another ‘Abortion Saturday’ was quickly
approaching. She thought “There is no way I can sit
through another abortion day again.” She dreaded going
to work there another week. So, on Monday while sitting

in her office crying, she looked out the window and saw
two people praying outside of the clinic on the sidewalk.
She just thought, ‘That’s where I need to go’. So, she left
her office and headed a couple of doors down to the Coa-
lition for Life office and has been there ever since.
Planned Parenthood attempted to silence her with a gag
order. They initially obtained a temporary restraining or-
der to prevent her from disclosing confidential informa-
tion to the public. But a judge ruled against Planned Par-
enthood on November 10™. Her husband, who was never
really sold on the mission of Planned Parenthood, and her
extended family and friends, supported her switch. She
stated “It feels good to be on the side of truth.”

What is the truth?

Every day, over 3,300 babies die from abortion in the US.
Planned Parenthood is the largest provider of abortion,
performing 305,310 abortions during their fiscal year of
2007-2008 in the US. 37.4% of abortions in the United
States are performed on African American women, while
they represent only 13% of the female population of the
country. 78% of Planned Parenthood clinics are in or
around low income minority neighborhoods. Planned
Parenthood is a billion-dollar organization with nearly
$350 million in government funding, and stands to gain
hundreds of millions more from current national health
care reform proposals in the US House and Senate.

New undercover footage from an Appleton, WI Planned
Parenthood abortion clinic shows clinic staff, including
the abortion doctor, lying to two young women about fe-
tal development and encouraging the one who is pregnant
to obtain an abortion. At a Planned Parenthood clinic in
Alabama in 2009, someone posing as a 14-year-old girl
impregnated by a 31-year-old man is told by clinic staff
how a minor can have an abortion and hide the age of her
older boyfriend.

We must reach out to every woman faced with a crisis
pregnancy and say to her: Your life and the life of
your baby are both important, and we will not desert
either one of you. We want to love you both.

For a woman who finds herself in a crisis pregnancy, the
church stands with her and is ready to help where needed.
Project Gabriel will assist women who are facing crisis
pregnancy. At this time, Project Gabriel is sponsoring
seven women who have chosen life for their babies.

Sacrament of Baptism - Baptisms take place on the first full
weekend of the month during the weekend Liturgies except
during Advent and Lent.

We encourage
expectant parents to make baptismal arrangements six months in
advance in order to best accommodate everyone involved.

Sacrament of Reconciliation - Corpus Christi welcomes you to
partake in the Sacrament of Reconciliation either by attending on
Saturdays from 3:30 p.m. - 4:30 p.m. in the Church, or by
contacting the Parish House Office at 630-483-4673 for an
appointment. Communal Reconciliation is celebrated seasonally
at Christmas and Easter.

Sacrament of Marriage - Couples considering marriage are
required to personally contact the Parish House Office six months
before planning a wedding date. Either the bride, groom, or their
parents must be registered parishioners for at least six months
before calling to set a date. As part of the marriage preparation,
couples will attend an Engaged Encounter Weekend prior to the
wedding.
