April 11 - 5t. Stanislaus (1079). As
Bishop of Krakow in 1072, 5t. Stanislaus
attemnpted to reform the viclent and
depraved king of Poland, Boleslas 11.
When his efforts failed, he
excommunicated the king. In
retaliation, Boleslas murdered the saint.

April 21 - 5t. Anselm (1109). A native
of Italy, 5. Anselm became a monk in
France and reluctantly became bishop
of Canterbury, England. He was exiled
for rebuffing the king's interference in
Church matters.

April 24 — St. Fedelis {1622). In his
native Prussia, 5t. Fidelis became a

lawyer and championed the poor and
oppressed. Later, he joined the
Franciscans and gave away his wealth.
During a revolt against the Church, St.
Fidelis worked to bring people back. He
was murdered by an angry mob.

April 25 - St Mark [ 1st century). 5t.
Mark wrote the second Gospel _oo—-
based on 5t Peter's '3:;—5}
pemspective.
