Recently the main air conditioning unit became un-operational because of a failed oil heater and a broken compressor, 
along with several worn pulleys on the air handling unit. In order to remove and replace the compressor unit a crane was 
needed to lift out the old and position the new. 
 

The cost for this major repair to the main air conditioning unit…$12, 668.00!  Because we plan for both the required 
maintenance and save for unexpected repairs we are able to keep the physical plant operating without deficit spending.

We encourage 

expectant parents to make baptismal arrangements six months in 

advance in order to best accommodate everyone involved. 
 
Sacrament of Reconciliation - Corpus Christi welcomes you to 

partake in the Sacrament of Reconciliation either by attending on 

Saturdays from 4:00 p.m. - 4:30 p.m. in the Church, or by 

contacting the Parish House Office at 630-483-4673 for an 

appointment.  Communal Reconciliation is celebrated seasonally 

at Christmas and Easter. 
 
Sacrament of Marriage - Couples considering marriage are 

required to personally contact the Parish House Office six months 

before planning a wedding date.  Either the bride, groom, or their 

parents must be registered parishioners for at least six months 

before calling to set a date.  As part of the marriage preparation, 

couples will attend an Engaged Encounter Weekend prior to the 

wedding.
