Medical and Construction Mission
To the Philippines

The Diocese of Joliet announces the formation of medical

and construction teams to serve in Boronganon the island of

Samarand in the Bacolod area on the Island of Negros Occi-
dentalin the Republic of the PhilippinesThis mission will

leave on January 29"and return on February 13%, 2011.

This will be the seventh mission to this Southeast Asian Na-

tion.

Physicians needed include the following surgeons: Gen-
eral, Plastic, ENT, and pediatric surgeons. We will also
need persons to administer anesthesia (MD’s or CRNA’s)
as well as 4 operating room nurses and 2 recovery room
nurses. We are also looking for 3 Staff Nurses, prefera-
bly Filipino, to teach post-op care.

In addition we are hoping to find 2 Pediatricians and/or
Pediatric Nurse Practitioners. Family Practitioners, In-
ternists, ER doctors and 2 Dentists are also needed.

For the Bacolod and Borongan teams, we are also look-
ing for men and women who would like to assist local
people in building homes for the poor. No special con-
struction skills are necessary, just willing hands and a
warm heart.

In addition to the people we need, we also ask your prayers.
Gifts of surgical supplies will be greatly appreciated.

DO YOU KNOW THE DIFFERENCE
BETWEEN
CHARITY AND PHILANTHROPY?

We don’t talk about either one all that often, so the
terms can be confusing. Some people even use the
words interchangeably, yet they are not the same at all.

Knowing the difference may affect how you approach
stewardship in your life or whether you practice good
stewardship at all. The difference is grounded in his-
tory and in faith, and the answer might just unlock the
potential to be a good steward of God’s many gifts.

The concept of charity finds its source in both Jewish
and Christian tradition. Charity springs from personal
service and connecting with others, performing direct
and compassionate acts that relate to practicing our
faith. Philanthropy, on the other hand, seeks to repair
the root causes of society’s problems.

Philanthropy can be either religious or secular. Instead
of simply helping those in need, philanthropy tries to
reform society. Some people go so far as to claim that
philanthropy can make charity unnecessary.

Charity and philanthropy, then, are polar opposites and
yet they also coexist well. How is that possible? Think
of doctors who take the Hippocratic Oath. They are
committed to relieve pain and suffering, and also to
cure disease. Often they do both, yet sometimes doc-
tors have to choose one over the other. These dual
humanitarian traditions of charity and philanthropy
sometimes come together, and sometimes do not. The
reason is simple: One is founded on faithful compas-
sion and the other on technical competence.

So, are you charitable or merely a philanthropist? Ei-
ther way, if your generosity is a faith response to God’s
gifts, then you are on a path of good stewardship.

ESTATE PLANNING
What is It?
Who Needs It?

Throughout life most of us are inundated with financial
obligations, goals, and the need to save for a secure fu-
ture. However, there is one part of financial management
that often is neglected—estate planning. Approximately
65% of Americans die without a will. This means a loss
of over control over the distribution of assets and often a
delay and significant costs associated with the probate
process.

A will is an important document that lets you determine
the distribution of your estate. It also offers a variety of
creative ways for you to leave a legacy, including helping
Corpus Christi Catholic Church. In preparing your will,
you should first provide for your family’s needs. Then
you may choose to bequeath to Corpus Christi a cetain
dollar amount, specific property, a percentage of your
estate, or whatever is left after your loved ones have been
taken care of.

If you already have a will, your attorney may be able to
add a simple amendment (codicil) to provide a gift using
language similar to this:

GENERAL BEQUEST: I hereby giver and bequeath
the sum of $ to Corpus Christi Catholic Church.
RESIDUE BEQUEST: I devise and bequeath %
of the residue of my estate to Corpus Christi Catholic
Church.

Planned giving not only benefits the Church—many
forms provide substantial tax benefits to the giver. In
addition to your will, there are many ways to contrib-
ute to Corpus Christi parish including:

o Giving a sizable gift at a small cost.
(life insurance gifts)
o Giving gifts that pay an income
(charitable remainder trusts)
o Giving a gift temporarily
(charitable lead trusts)
o Giving a home, but continuing to live there
(Life estate management)
o Giving a gift that pays a steady income

(lifetime giving)
Consult with your tax and other financial planning
professionals to craft a personal giving plan appro-
priate for you. Once you have determined your giv-
ing options, decide how to inform family and friends
of your intentions.

Sacraments

Sacrament of Baptism - Baptisms take place on the first full
weekend of the month during the weekend Liturgies except
during Advent and Lent. Parents are expected to attend
“Welcome Your Child” baptismal preparation workshop on the
second and third Sunday of every other month. We encourage
expectant parents to make baptismal arrangements six months in
advance in order to best accommodate everyone involved.

Sacrament of Reconciliation - Corpus Christi welcomes you to
partake in the Sacrament of Reconciliation either by attending on
Saturdays from 4:00 p.m. - 4:30 p.m. in the Church, or by
contacting the Parish House Office at 630-483-4673 for an
appointment. Communal Reconciliation is celebrated seasonally
at Christmas and Easter.

Sacrament of Marriage - Couples considering marriage are
required to personally contact the Parish House Office six months
before planning a wedding date. Either the bride, groom, or their
parents must be registered parishioners for at least six months
before calling to set a date. As part of the marriage preparation,
couples will attend an Engaged Encounter Weekend prior to the
wedding.
