In late August, the Springfield Circuit Court enjoined 
the enforcement of former Governor Blagojevich's 
administrative rule requiring pharmacy owners to 
stock and dispense upon request Plan B and other 
forms of emergency contraception.   
The case will still be heard, and no success is guar-
anteed, but as Judge John W. Belz ruled, ""Plaintiffs 
have certain and ascertainable rights under state 
and federal law.  Plaintiffs are suffering irreparable 
harm in the form of an ongoing chill of their free ex-
ercise rights and rights of conscience under federal 
and state law, as well as unlawful coercion based on 
their religious and moral beliefs." 
The judge went on to find that the plaintiffs "have a 
likelihood of success on the merits of their claims." 
As a result of the injunction, the pharmacists will 
be permitted to refuse  to dispense Plan B and 
other forms of emergency contraception, if do-
ing so would violate their religious or moral be-
liefs.  
Thankfully, Illinois courts have acted over several 
years to chip away at former Governor Blagojevich's 
actions in this regard.  In Menges v. Blagojevich, a 
number of individual pharmacists succeeded in hav-
ing the state amend the regulation to recognize the 
conscience rights of individual pharmacists.  In 
Vandersand v. Walmart and Quayle v. Wal-
greens,  two other courts ruled that Illinois pharma-
cists are protected by the State's Health Care Right 
of Conscience Act. 
The current case, Morr-Fitz, Inc. v. Blagojevich ,  
hopes to ensure that pro-life pharmacy owners – not 
just individual pharmacists – receive the legal pro-
tection to which they are entitled under state laws as 
well as the U.S. Constitution.
