WASHINGTON—A nationwide survey commis-
sioned by the United States Conference of Catholic 

Bishops (USCCB) has found widespread public op-
position to including abortion in health care re-
form and majority support for conscience rights 
protection – views shared by those who favor ef-

forts to pass health care reform.  
 

            Conducted by International Communications  

Research (ICR) from September 16-20, 2009, the phone 

survey of 1,043 U.S. adults found that 60 percent favor – 

and only thirty percent oppose –  “efforts to pass 

health care reform to provide affordable health insur-

ance for all.” Focusing on that sixty percent, the survey 

found that: 

�x�� Sixty percent of those favoring reform oppose – 

and only 25 percent support – “measures that would 

require people to pay for abortion coverage with their 

federal taxes.” 

�x�� By a 49-39 percent plurality, those who favor re-

form oppose “measures that would require people to 

pay for abortion coverage with their health insurance 

premiums”; and 

Among those favoring reform, those who favor main-
taining “current federal laws that protect doctors and 
nurses from being forced to perform or refer for abor-
tions against their will” outnumber those who oppose 
keeping such laws in place by a margin of two to one 
(60-30). 

 

Opposition to abortion coverage was somewhat 

stronger in the total sample of U.S. adults – for exam-

ple, 67 percent of the total sample opposed requiring 

people to pay for abortion coverage through their 

taxes and 56 percent opposed making them do so 

through their insurance premiums. 

            The survey also asked: “If the choice were up to 

you, would you want your own insurance policy to in-

clude abortion?” Sixty-eight percent of U.S. adults 

said ‘No’ and only 24 percent said ‘Yes.’ 

            “The USCCB survey confirms other recent polls 

conducted by Public Opinion Strategies (August 30-

September 1) and Rasmussen Reports (September 14-15) 

on health care policy and abortion,” said Deirdre 

McQuade, Assistant Director for Policy & Communica-

tions at the USCCB’s Secretariat of Pro-Life Activities. 

“With each passing week it gets clearer: The Ameri-

can public generally does not want to pay for abortion 

coverage and does not want health care reform used to 

promote abortion,” she said. 

             “Abortion is not health care. The bishops of 

the United States are working hard to ensure that 

health care reform serves the most vulnerable among 

us – especially the poor, immigrants, and the unborn,” 

McQuade said.

ADOPT-A-PRIEST PROGRAM 
With the concurrence and encouragement of Bishop Peter Sartain, the 
Serra Club has established the Adopt-A-Priest program for diocesan 
and religious priests in the diocese of Joliet. The purpose of Adopt-A-
Priest is to insure that all our active and retired priests know that they 
are supported with prayer by Serrans and others. 
 The method of adoption is a lapel pin with a Roman collar 
against a black background with wording at the top “Serra for Voca-
tions” and at the bottom “Adopt-A-Priest”. Each pin is unique with 
inscription on the back of the pin which includes the adopted priest’s 
initials and year of ordination. 

 
 The adopter is provided with the pin to wear. They are also 
provided with an introductory card with the name of the adopted priest 
along and a mailing envelope to mail to the priest. The card will also 
indicate the name of the adopted priest. 
 We encourage all of our readers and friends to Adopt-A-
Priest today.  
 To Adopt-A-Priest mail a check for $10 payable to Serra 
Club of DuPage County. You may adopt more than one priest. To 
insure that all priests are adopted, names will be assigned randomly.  

Net 
proceeds will go for the education of Seminarians.

            Ron Beaumont participated in the Adopt-A-Priest pro-
gram by making a monetary contribution in early August. The 
priest, whose name that he was randomly provided was Fr. 
Adam Bobola, S. Ch. (Society of Christ in America), pastor of 
Divine Mercy Polish Mission located at 21W411 Sunset Ave-
nue, Lombard.   
              Since he had not met Fr. Adam, he wanted to make an 
effort to meet the priest that he was adopting. On September 15, 
Ron found him in his office around the noon hour busy working 
at reducing the pile of papers and bills on his desk which all 
priests enjoy doing…not!  
             He was very gracious with his time and offered infor-
mation about the 3 homes adjacent to the church, which have 
been converted into the provincial’s home/offices, the parish 
rectory and a parish office/meeting facility.
