Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

There are nearly 37 million people in the United States struggling below the poverty
line, and 13 million of those are children. Over a 10-year cycle, about 40 percent of the
United States population experiences poverty at some time. Poverty is caused not sim-
ply by the lack of financial resources, but by the lack of quality education, affordable
housing, health care, child care, fair wages and vocational training.

The Catholic Campaign for Human Development (CCHD) has worked to create perma-
nent, community-based solutions to the problem of poverty by funding programs that
promote self-sufficiency. These successes are only possible through the solidarity of
parishioners across the United States.

The success of the CCHD’s mission can take place only if we recognize our Christian
responsibility to care for the poor. Thank you for encouraging your parishioners to do-
nate to CCHD, especially since the majority of CCHD’s funding comes through its an-
nual parish collection, which will take place on November 21-22. Out of your donations,
25 percent stays in our diocese to fund local projects that help strengthen underserved
communities. The remaining 75 percent goes to the CCHD national office to support
anti-poverty initiatives across the United States.

Recent controversies regarding ACORN and other local funding recipients in California have
raised doubts in the minds of some about the standards and protocols used by CCHD in

its funding decisions We are being assured by the CCHD committee at the USCCB that
strict guidelines are in place and that concerns are being addressed very directly. Funding
of ACORN was stopped completely several years ago, and no local CCHD funds have

ever been used for ACORN activities in the Diocese of Joliet. Feel free to visit
www.usccb.org/cchd/grants to view funding criteria and see a detailed list of the most
recent grants.

Sacraments

Sacrament of Baptism - Baptisms take place on the first full
weekend of the month during the weekend Liturgies except
during Advent and Lent. Parents are expected to attend
“Welcome Your Child” baptismal preparation workshop on the
second and third Sunday of every other month. We encourage
expectant parents to make baptismal arrangements six months in
advance in order to best accommodate everyone involved.

Sacrament of Reconciliation - Corpus Christi welcomes you to
partake in the Sacrament of Reconciliation either by attending on
Saturdays from 4:00 p.m. - 4:30 p.m. in the Church, or by making
an appointment by contacting the Parish House Office at 630-483-
4673. Communal Reconciliation is celebrated seasonally at
Christmas and Easter.

Sacrament of Marriage - Couples considering marriage are
required to personally contact the Parish House Office six months
before planning a wedding date. Either the bride, groom, or their
parents must be registered parishioners for at least six months
before calling to set a date. As part of the marriage preparation,
couples will attend an Engaged Encounter Weekend prior to the
wedding.
